1 WASHINGTON, DC

We depart Knoxville this morning traveling through East Ten-
nessee and into Virginia stopping for lunch in Salem, Virginia.
After lunch we continue through the Shenandoah Valley to our
nation's capital for a three night stay.

2 & 3 TOUR OUR NATION'S CAPITAL

We will visit some of the sites decorated for the holidays. The
National Cathedral is beautifully decorated for the holidays.
At Arlington National Cemetery, we will see more than 5,000
evergreen wreaths with red bows placed on headstones fur-
nished annually by Worchester Wreath Company to honor our
nation's fallen heroes. There is so much to see and do. Dinner
is included this evening before our drive through the city to
see the lights and the National Christmas Tree and Pathway
of Peace. The United States has held a tradition of lighting a
National Christmas Tree in Washington, DC. In 1978, a live
40-foot Colorado blue spruce was transplanted from York,
Pennsylvania to its present site on the Ellipse, the grassy area
south of the White House. In 1954, a "Pathway of Peace," 56
smaller, decorated trees representing all 50 states, five territo-
ries, and the District of Columbia were planted surrounding the
National Christmas Tree. One afternoon we will see a holiday
performance at the Kennedy Center. We will visit The Gaylord
National Resort and Convention Center, a world-class destina-
tion which opened in the spring of 2008. The Gaylord features
2,000 guest rooms, flexible meeting and banquet facilities, six

retail shops, a full service spa, an indoor/outdoor swimming pool and
outdoor event space. The resort covers 41.7 acres and is said to be the
largest non-gaming hotel and convention center on the East Coast.
Gaylord National Resort is the cornerstone of the development of
National Harbor and the holiday decorations and special events are
spectacular. The decor includes a 60-foot tall Christmas tree made
of synthetic “candy” glass, sparkling icicles lighting up the 20-story
atrium, a miniature Potomac Express Train Village and much
more. New this year, an interactive holiday attraction debuts that
you won't want to miss. Gaylord National Resort's ICE! is a winter
wonderland created entirely of 5,000 BLOCKS of ice weighing 1.5
MILLION POUNDS!hand-sculpted by 40 international artisans and
kept at a chilling nine degrees Fahrenheit. We will enjoy a buffet
dinner in one of the resorts restaurants. D D
