On Sunday the Grand Illumination
begins with the roar of a cannon to signal the occupantsto illuminate
theirwindows by lighting hundreds of candles throughout the village.
Many activities are scheduled during the Grand Illumination and
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we will be a part of the happy crowd sharing in the celebration. The
“simple fresh greenery” has evolved into elaborate decorations that
are hand-made from fresh fruits, vegetables, and evergreens adorn-
ing doors, windows, fences, lamp posts, and transoms. The month

of December is full of fine food, music, laughter, and a true sense of
magic.

America, but the Christmas season in Williamsburg has evolved
into a tradition recognized all across America.
