1 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS / HOLIDAY LIGHTS

The Windy City of Chicago remains one of the most visited
American cities as people come from all over the world because
of its beauty. Chicago is situated on the banks of beautiful Lake
Michigan,which is the fifth-largest body of fresh water in the world.
We will spend four nights in the heart of Chicago's downtown. The
Magnificent Mile on North Michigan Avenue will be illuminated
with over one million lights during the holidays.

2 FIELD MUSEUM OF NATURAL HISTORY / CRUISE
Discover Sue, the largest and most complete T. rex ever found! At
the Field Museum, you can get a bug's eye view in Underground
Adventure, descend into an Egyptian tomb, watch a glowing lava
flow, be dazzled in the halls of sparkling gems and jades, come nose
to nose with the man eating lions of Tsavo, and walk among dino-
saurs in the newly renovated dinosaur hall. After our visit to the
Field Museum, this afternoon we will enjoy a 90-minute narrated
cruise along the Chicago River. We'll see panoramic views of the
city's celebrated architecture, historic 19th century railroad bridges,
20th century bridge houses and the magnificent skyscrapers. This
evening we will see a leading Broadway style or stage play.

3 THANKSGIVING DAY PARADE / SIGHTSEEING TOUR
Chicago's Thanksgiving Parade kicks off at 8:30 a.m. this morning
and features giant inflatables, marching bands, dancers and more.
In the afternoon we have a guided tour of Chicago to become familiar
with the city, we head straight to the top and see it from above—the
Willis Tower, formerly the Sears Tower. We take an elevator one-
fourth mile into the sky to the 103rd floor of one of the world's tallest
buildings for a spectacular view from the skydeck where you can
see four states—Illinois, Indiana, Wisconsin and Michigan! A local
guide will take us on a Grand tour of Chicago—a comprehensive
tour everything Chicago has to offer. On the North Side see Daley
Plaza, Wacker Drive, the Chicago River, Michigan Avenue, the
Lincoln Park Conservatory and more. The South Shore tour is full
of interest, history and beauty as we see Grant Park, Soldier Field,
the Art Institute of Chicago, the Shedd Aquarium, Orchestra Hall,
the Field Museum, the South Commons, Jackson Park, Navy Pier,
Alder Planetarium, and more. The Gothic Tribune
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Tower, headquarters of the Chicago Tribune is another Chicago
landmark. Note the rocks and stones set into the exterior walls—
they are actual pieces of such sites as the Alamo, Notre Dame and
Westminster Abbey. The Visitor's Center is located in the Historic
Water Tower, one of the North Michigan Avenue's oldest sights.
After lunch we will visit St. Michael's Church which was damaged
almost beyond repair in the Great Chicago Fire of 1871. Thanksgiv-

ing Dinner inluded today. D
