1 SHENANDOAH VALLEY / CHAMBERSBURG, PA

This morning we will depart for the Big Apple—New York, New
York. Accommodations await us for three nights in the heart of New

(included) at Tavern On The Green—New York's host for over 30
years....an experience like no other! When you enter this ornate
restaurant keep in the back of your mind, if possible, this building
was originally built to house sheep. Yes, sheep that grazed across
the street in Central Park's Sheep Meadow in 1870, which they did
until the restaurant opend its doors as the the Tavern On the Green
on October 20,1934. Embraced by New Yorkers as a gathering place
Tavern on the Green quickly became an integral part of the city's
summer social life. In 1974 it underwent a $10 million renovation
which at that time was an unheard of sum to spend on a restau-
rant. With the addition of the glass enclosed Crystal and Terrace
Rooms, lavish use of brass, stained glass, etched mirrors, original
paintings, antique prints, and above all, chandeliers, the Tavern
was reincarnated and became a glittering palace—Central Park's
most spectacular structure. What a greeting to such a fantastic city!
After lunch we will view the city from the Top Of The Rock before
checking into our hotel. L

D STATUE OF LIBERTY

AND ELLIS ISLAND

This morning we depart New Y
York City for Liberty State Park
in New Jersey where we board a
ferry to the Statue of Liberty—

a gift to the the people of America
from the people of France. Even before it took its place at America's
gateway, the Statue of Liberty overwhelmed those who saw it. Set atop
its pedestal in 1886, it was the tallest structure in New York City—and
the tallest statue in the world. "Liberty Enlightening the World" stands
300 feet above New York Harbor—what a magnificent sight! The lat-
est addition to Liberty National Park is the Immigration Museum at
Ellis Island. Take a ferry from Liberty Island to Ellis Island and see
the first stop for more than 12 million immigrants that arrived in the
United States from 1892 to 1954. Take your last look of the "Big Apple"
from the harbor as we reboard our motorcoach for our return trip to
Chambersburg, Pennsylvannia for our last night.
